COSHOCTON CITY RECREATION – CODE OF CONDUCT 2014
Participation in athletics is both a privilege and a responsibility.  As a prerequisite for participation, athletes and parents/guardians must sign a statement that commits the athlete and parents/spectators to follow the established rules and requires parents/guardians to do everything in their power to make sure the athlete abides by the established Athletic Code of Conduct.  These forms must be signed at the beginning of each baseball/softball season.

CITIZENSHIP AND SPORTSMANSHIP

Athletes are expected to: 

1 Respect coaches, officials, and opponents at all times

2 Accept the decisions of game officials

3 Refrain from offensive gestures and language

4 Respect public property and equipment

5 Display modesty in victory and graciousness in defeat

Coaches are expected to:

1 Follow the rules of the sport at all times

2 Accept the decisions of game officials

3 Refrain from offensive gestures and language

4 Display modesty in victory and graciousness in defeat

5 Refrain from public criticism of game officials and/or parents

Parents/spectators are expected to:

1 Accept the decisions of game officials

2 Refrain from offensive gestures and language

3 Refrain from making negative comments to or about officials, coaches, or 

participants

4 Refrain from making any comments to officials, coaches, or participants

during a game with the exception of positive comments of encouragement

5 Stay off the playing area at all times and remain in the designated viewing area

REVIEW PROCESS AND PENALTIES

*First Offense:

1 One game suspension

*Second Offense:

2 Review by the Coshocton City Recreation Board to determine suspension length

*Any offense involving physical contact by a coach will be reviewed by the City Recreation Board and be subject to a minimum of a one year suspension from all City Recreation participation from the date of infraction.  A second offense will result in permanent dismissal from coaching for City Recreation.

The Coshocton City Recreation Board shall determine if any other violation of these rules has occurred and will be responsible to impose a formal action against any violator.  If the Board receives a written request from a coach, official, or parent who chooses to appeal a suspension, a review board will be established to consider and resolve the situation.  The decision of the review board will be final.
